2014 SUMMER YOUTH TRAINING PROGRAM
(SYTP)

The Aroostook Band of Micmacs are happy to announce we are accepting applications for the 2014 Summer Youth Program (WIA Program).  Applications are being processed on a first-come-first-serve basis, as funding for this program is limited!  Here is what you need to know when considering to apply:
To be eligible to participate in this program, youth must be between the ages of 14 and 21, be willing to actively demonstrate the maturity necessary to carry out the duties of the assigned work site, be an enrolled member of a federally recognized Native American tribe, and meet the program income guidelines. We anticipate the start of the program to begin after schools close for the Summer Break. 
Any student who is 14 or 15 will need a work permit.  Our youth can obtain permits at their respective school, and they must be approved for the permit before they start working.  The following link will provide information about work permits and allowable work sites for minors. Choosing a site that is allowable is very important for the safety of the youth. http://www.maine.gov/labor/labor_laws/publications/minorsguide.html#Work
The Youth program is income-based- but this program has two exceptions to the income rule:
1. the student is a juvenile offender- will need verification of this (court documents) 

2. the student has a disability-will need a copy of respective school IEP or 504 plan, doctor record
As a whole, we are only allowed so many slots to qualify students under these exceptions, so we need to know as soon as possible. 
We will also need verification of the following, to accompany the application: 
Household income (everyone working in the home); public assistance verification; tribal verification; and proof of disability.

Please note:   that all males 18+ need to be registered for select service for this program.  I will verify this when I receive the applications.
